4.1  CONNECTING ANTENNAS 

 

In order to receive analogue TV programs, a free to air 

analogue TV signal should be received from one of the 

following signal sources:  

- Outdoor antenna.  

- Analogue TV output from Pay TV network. 

 

For both cases, the antenna should be plugged into the 

75 Ohm coaxial cable jack at the rear side of the TV. 

 

Please Note: 

- Indoor antennas are NOT recommended for this 

TV. 

- When installing the TV, 75 Ohm coaxial cable must 

be used. If other types of coaxial cable are used, 

there may be noise and image disturbances.
